Telematics technology is being successfully applied to
the elevator industry. Inlink Technologies, an Australian
company, has developed a patented elevator safety and
security system, Intellicam, which will be showcased at
Interlift 2007. The product is seen as a next-generation
video-information system that delivers real-time benefits
to owners, managers and tenants.

Telematics refers to the integrated use of telecommu-
nications and informatics (the science of information, the
practice of information processing and the engineering
of information systems) in vehicles and transportation
systems. In other words, telematics refers to “intelligent”
transportation systems with next-generation capabilities
to improve passenger security, safety, information and
maintenance systems. According to Strategy Analytics,
the telematics industry is forecast to be worth US$20 bil-
lion worldwide by 2010.
